Work Related Lost Time Injuries and 

Diseases in WA – 2015-16 

preliminary data. 

Two employees are injured every 

hour seriously enough to take one 

or more days / shifts off work. 

On average, every 20 days a person 

is fatally injured at a workplace. 

One in 104 women (of those 

employees covered by workers; 

compensation) experienced a work-

related lost time injury or disease 

requiring an absence of one or 

more days / shifts in 2015-16p. 

One in 60 male employees 

experienced a work-related lost 

time injury or disease requiring an 

absence of one or more days/shift 

during 2015-16p.

Environmental Spot 
 Recycling scheme diverts millions of 

litres of unwanted paint from 

landfill! 

For the last year a small company in 

Australia, Paintback has been slowly 

starting a revolution with regards to 

averting approximately 7.3 million 

litres of unused paint ending up in 

landfill sites. 

Paintback chief executive Karen 

Gomez has stated; "To date, we've 

diverted more than 4 million 

kilograms of paint and packaging 

from landfill,". At present, more 

than 50 sites have been set up 

around Australia

For your information; The program 

is funded by a 15 cent per litre levy 

on products sold by Australia's  

 

major paint manufacturers. The 

local facility in WA accepting the 

paint is Millar Road Landfill Facility 

in Baldivis.

Lessons Learned. 
In our everyday dealings in the field 

conducting audits and inspections 

for our clients we are constantly 

identifying contractors, 

subcontractors, individual members 

of management teams and/or 

individual workers not following the 

site/project rules (or not abiding by 

general safety standards at all). 

Sometimes we ask them why?  

We’ve had a multitude of answers 

from; I don’t have time, I just 

wanted to get the job done, a shrug 

of the shoulders or even ‘ah you 

caught me out’. However, most of 

the time we don’t get an answer at 

all, so we just document our 

observations (findings) write our 

reports and hand them to the client 

(to pass onto the contractors to fix 

any issues)  

So, why is it so hard for some 

people to follow the rules and 

conduct themselves in a safe 

manner? This is at work but also in 

our private lives? This I think all 

comes down to a little item called 

self-responsibility? So, what is it?

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Self-responsibility; the state or fact 

of being responsible, answerable, or 

accountable for something within 

one's power, control, or 

management. An instance of being 

responsible.  

Are there too many rules? Are 

things too strict? Is it because we 

aren’t given enough time to get our 

work done, do we have too much 

work to do? Why are people always 

in a rush enough to cut corners? Are 

expectations set too high for us to 

achieve? 

Do we need to change track and re-

evaluate aspects of what we do and 

how we do it? I suppose this idea 

leaves more questions than answers 

however, hopefully it will give you 

some ‘food for thought’ with 

regards to your own ‘self-

responsibility’.

Transition to ISO 9001:2015 

Understanding the needs and 

expectations of Interested Parties. 

This requirement goes beyond what 

is covered by the current clause 7.2 

because it includes not only the 

direct customers but also the end-

users, suppliers, distributors, 

retailers and others involved in the 

supply chain, regulators and any 

other relevant interest party. The 

intention is also to anticipate 

current and future needs because it 

could lead to the identification of 

opportunities for improvement and 

innovation. The organisation is 

required to monitor and review the 

information about these interested 

parties and their relevant 

requirements. 

 

NOTE: The deadline for adopting 

the new standards is September
